Siemens SHOP FLOOR REQUIREMENTS: no cell phones with cameras, no cameras, only
closed-toe shoes allowed (high-heals with closed-toes are OK), no food or drink in the factory.

Siemens VDO Huntsville facility produces instrument clusters, engine and power train
controllers, car body electronics, and vehicle audio products. Siemens VDO Huntsville
Electronics operations began business in 1952 when Chrysler arrived to provide support and
engineering servicesto Dr. Von Braun's Mercury rocket team. The original 65,000-square-foot
Wynn Driveplant (Plant I1), built in 1965 to support the Saturn/Apollo space projects, was
expanded to 100,000 square feet in 1972 for car radio manufacturing, with approximately 70
people making the first inroads to automotive electronics with the electronically tuned radio. In
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1974, another 120,000-square-foot expansion allowed the manufacture of electronic ignition
control unitsfor all Chrysler Motors passenger cars. In July 1977, the Huntsville Division
completed an additional 200,000-square-foot manufacturing plant across the road from the
original Wynn Drive facility due to the expanding el ectronics market and content in vehicles,
such as the "lean burn" engine controllers and radios. 1n 1988, Acustar Inc., Chrysler's wholly
owned parts subsidiary, formally opened its $170 million (804,000 sguare feet) Huntsville
Electronics Complex with aribbon-cutting ceremony at the Huntsville plant hosted by Lee A.
lacocca. In 1988, the Huntsville Electronics Division of Acustar produced thousands of
electronic components and systems daily (approximately 2 million electronically tuned radios
annually). Huntsville was cited by JD Power in 1999 and 2000 for the #1 radio award.
