Take EXIT 221 (Old Hickory Blvd), bear right and stay
on Old Hickory Blvd for 9.4 miles. After you cross the river, at the third stoplight go right on
Myatt Drive. Go 0.7 miles and Peterbilt will be on your left.

FROM MEMPHIS, take Interstate 40 East and follow signs to Interstate I-65 North. From
Interstate I-65 take exit 96 (Two Mile Parkway/Rivergate parkway/Myatt Drive). This road
goes by all three names. Bear right off of the ramp and go 2.7 miles. Peterbilt will be on the
right.
